b. Also known as King Philip, he started a bloody war with the colonists in the north over land expansion and livestock issues

d. Helped create the Fundamental Order of Connecticut when, as a dissenter, he fled Massachusetts and wanted a more free colony.
e. Strict Puritan who helped establish the Massachusetts Bay colony. His rules created many of the dissenters who had to flee.
f. Led a rebellion against an English governor, sparking the age of Revolution in America.
g. These two married each other in order to bring peace between the Powhatans and the colonists. 
h. Founder of a middle colony on the Quaker ideal of brotherly love and peace.
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
